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What is a Good Descriptive Essay Outline Template?

Drafting a descriptive outline begins with knowing the information to fill it with. Researching the topic is always the beginning of creating any kind of outline or writing assignment. An ideal descriptive essay outline is structured as follows:

1. Introduction

c. Thesis statement: Summarize the ideas coming

2. Body Paragraph 1

a. Topic sentence

b. Explanation of first idea and sources

c. Analysis of idea and sources

3. Body Paragraph 2

a. Topic sentence

b. Explanation of second idea and sources

c. Analysis of idea and sources

4. Body Paragraph 3

a. Topic sentence

b. Explanation of third idea and sources

c. Analysis of idea and sources

5. Conclusion

a. Repeat the concept of thesis statement

b. Rehash ideas from the body paragraph

c. Closing statement

Following the descriptive essay format as listed above, is sure to provide a good flow for a paper. By creating an outline that follows the guidelines, the writing draft will be logical and easy to read.
